The impact on teachers cannot be under estimated. The formal and informal dialogue that occurs enriches all teachers that
are involved at both a personal and professional level.

The benefit for students is also tremendous. With special reference to the Isle of Wight schools, these schools both suffer
from geographical isolation and projects such as these are vital in enabling the students to identify with their European
contemporaries. Some students will never have visited the partner countries and the impact it makes is considerable,
although many of the impacts cannot be measured and may not necessarily be apparent immediately. For many students the
impacts are life lasting. Students who visit the partner countries will generally, if they have visited, have only visited as
tourists. Whilst this can be valuable it is the actual experience of living and working together produces profound impacts on
students. They also begin to see that European students have the same hopes and dreams as themselves. Through their
exchange of information and ideas the students will learn from each other about environmental and energy issues. This will
give them the opportunity to consider energy consumption from a different perspective.

For those students who come from schools that are economically and socially deprived this project is a superb opportunity
to raise aspirations through their own involvement and interaction with students of other nationalities. Contributing at partner
meetings, feeding back to individual schools, doing presentations, being creative, trying and succeeding in being understood
in a foreign language are all examples where an individuals self esteem has been shown to increase, as is working in a co-
operative but non-competitive environment

Evaluation will be as above, students will design evaluation sheets, but there will also opportunities for oral evaluation
between the students attending partner meetings.

Students who attend mobility meetings will have responsibility of putting forward ideas of how the next activity will be
delivered. They are representing the students within their institution and will take to the mobility meeting, ideas from their
peers. It is anticipated that students will communicate with each other via e-mail and pod-casting.

The essence of this project is student involvement and interaction, the staff are to act merely as facilitators ( they of course,
will also learn much from each other by their interaction).

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The project is so designed so that the areas of study are ones that already form part of the 6-16 year olds curriculum within
the partner schools. Where they do not, they will be carried out by groups of students who seek to extend their learning out
of normal school time. There will also be involvement of students who are technically older than the target age 6-16, through
to pre-University level in Maths/ Statistics, Physics, Art, Sports Studies, Geography and Environmental Studies where the
findings will be of particular interest and can be used within their programme of study. All of the activities we intend will
involve students using ICT and as such will be integrated into ICT lessons wherever possible.

For example, in mathematics students will use the data collected with regard to energy usage to display it, using
mathematical techniques, such as graph drawing, calculation of percentages. The information on air pollution can be used by
both geography and environmental studies to identify point and diffuse sources of air pollution. The same data could be used
in health education to see if there is a correlation between air pollution and asthma. Such data can be analysed and compared
with the other countries within the partnership. All the data can be displayed in ICT using such programs as Excel
